Fantasy Fish Supplies:

Because of the collage style of this pattern, I have only 
listed yardage for the background, borders, backing and 
rough suggestions for the rest.  If you prefer a quilt in an-
other size, such as a smaller wall quilt, or even placemat, 
fewer fi sh could be used, or the fi sh could be enlarged, or 
reduced in size.

Background:  1-1/ 2 yards light to medium blue 
Inner border:  1-1/ 2 yards dark blue (2/ 3 yard if pieced)
Outer border and binding:  2 yards medium blue
Seaweed:  8 yards of 2” wide silk ribbon, optional
Large assortment of fat quarters, or quarter yard cuts for 
fi sh, sea fl oor, and other creatures.  Go through your fabric 
stash for the smaller pieces.

You will also need:
Batting:   60” x 70””
Backing:   62” x 72”
Hanging sleeve:  8-1/ 2” x 55” (optional)
Fusible webbing
Basting glue, glue sticks, or tacky glue
